He uses people who
already follow Him to encourage others to follow Him as
well. That’s why it’s important for us to share our faith.

Why does God want us to share our faith with others?

Did you know that there are many people who don’t know
that God loves them? Not everyone goes to church or knows
that Jesus died on the cross so their sins can be forgiven. It’s
up to us to tell them.

What should | tell others about Jesus?

Helping someone else choose to become a Christian is the
most important thing you can do for them. One of the best
ways to do that is to tell them how you decided to follow
Jesus. There are also many Bible verses that can help you.
For example, Romans 3:23 reminds us that everyone has
sinned. Romans 6:23 says that our sin will end in death
unless we choose to accept God’s gift of eternal life. Romans
10:9 tells us how we can be saved.

Another great way to share your faith is to offer to pray with
your friends when they are sick or need God’s help. Not
everyone knows that God will listen to them and can answer
their prayers, but you can show them. Everything you do
that points someone to Jesus is part of sharing your faith.

How does the Holy Spirit help us share our faith?

Sometimes it isn’t easy to share our faith with others. We
might think people will laugh at us or ignore us. But in Acts
1:8, the Bible tells us that the Holy Spirit will give us power

to witness. When we are baptized in the Holy Spirit, we can
ask Him to help us share our faith with others just like Peter
shared his faith in Jesus on the Day of Pentecost. (See Acts 2.)
